Where animals are of an inferior quality, the judges shall
refuse to award premiums, even though there be
compettion, and in any case where the animal is not
deemed worthy of first premium, the judges shall not
award higher than second premium. In all cases, the
exhibit must be of sufficient merit to warrant an award of
any kind being made.
